Svaki dan diljem Europske unije 12
radnika/ica ne vrati se kuéi sa posla jer su
umrli na poslu. Umjesto da od njega Zive,
posao ih ubija, a njihove obitelji pate
emotivno, financijski i na mnoge druge
nacine.

Danas, na Medunarodni dan sjeéanja na
poginule radnike - kada se prisjeCamo
poginulih ili ozlijedenih na poslu — poticemo
Europsku uniju, vlade drzava c¢lanica 1
poslodavce da stanu na kraj smrtnim
sluajevima na poslu. Trazimo radna mjesta
bez smrtnih slucajeva.

Posao bez smrtnih slucajeva nije
utopijski san. Trend smrtnih ozljeda
na radu pada te je iskorjenjivanje
smrtnih ozljeda moguce.

Medutim, dok broj smrtnih ozljeda pada,
profesionalne bolesti su u porastu. Oko
100,000 radnika/ica umre svake godine zbog
raka uzrokovanog na poslu zbog izloZenosti
opasnim tvarima. Dugi radni sati i psiholoski
pritisak na poslu uzrokuju sr¢ane bolesti,
mozdani udar, depresiju i samoubojstvo. LoSe
drzanje, ponavljaju¢i pokreti 1 podizanje
teSkih predmeta uzrokuju bolove u ledima 1
druge poremecaje misi¢no — koStanog sustava
te u nastavku uzrokuju depresiju te
nesposobnost obavljanja posla.

Novi izazovi za zdravlje i sigurnost se
pojavljuju zbog ekstremnih vremenskih uvjeta
I temperatura zbog klimatskih promjena te
novih oblika rada izvan tradicionalnih radnih
mjesta kao Sto je ubrzano rastuci rad od kuce
i platformski rad. COVID je pokazao kako je
radno mjesto glavni izvor zaraze i doveo je do
smrti puno tisu¢a radnika/ica te na poslu i
drugdje moramo biti bolje pripremljeni za
buduce pandemije.

Trenutno vazeca strategija EU za zdravlje i
sigurnost na radu navodi: ,,Potrebno je
uloziti sve napore kako bi se $to viSe
smanjio broj smrtnih slu¢ajeva povezanih s
radom, u skladu s pristupom ,,vizija nula”
u pogledu smrtnih slucajeva povezanih s
radom u EU-u.“ Ovo je dobro, ali obecane
aktivnosti u Strategiji nece posti¢i radna
mjesta bez smrtnih slucajeva.

Pozivamo Europsku uniju, drZzave
¢lanice i poslodavce da se iskreno
posvete i poduzmu potrebne aktivnosti
kako na radnim mjestima ne bi bilo
smrtnih slucajeva. Europa treba vise
akcije, a manje price.
